� � Make a cloth book of different textured fabrics by sewing squares of different fabrics together.  

You could also use brass bracket fasteners to piece the squares together. 
� � Compile a few family photos and place them in protective clear folders to make a picture book. 
� � Make your own shape sorter by using an empty coffee can, oatmeal canister or infant formula can 

with the corresponding lid.  Cut a slot in the lid and use tops of orange juice cans to drop through 
the slot.  

� � Put dry beans into a plastic bowl and let the child scoop the beans out with a big spoon into another bowl (with su-

pervision). Put the lid on the bowl and you have a drum or a morracca.  
� � Make your own puppets by using an old stuffed animal and an old sock. Take the stuffed animal and cut the bottom 

seam, removing some of the stuffing.  Insert the sock in the opening and sew the edges of the sock and the seam of 

the stuffed animal together, leaving the hole of the sock open for a hand to fit into the stuffed animal.
